Our relationship to FIMRC is that of independent contractors, meaning that neither party is authorized to incur any liability on behalf of the other.  We will hold harmless and indemnify FIMRC from any claims, actions, suits, demands, losses, damages, judgments, settlements, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees and expenses), and liabilities which may arise out of the acts or omissions of our chapter, its officers, or members.  The state or federal courts of Washington, DC, USA, shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any dispute arising under or pursuant to this Agreement.
